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PROMOTING ENVIRONMENTAL AWARENESS 
IN KIDS (PEAK)

The PEAK program began as a partnership program between the Leave No Trace 
Center for Outdoor Ethics and REI, Inc. in 2003. The program’s curriculum centers on 
providing youth, age 6-12, with information about Leave No Trace through hands-on 
activities, referred to as “modules”. The program is presented in a “PEAK Pack,” which 
includes a large packet of ready-to-go activities, supporting materials and an 
instructional DVD. Activities can be delivered in any sequence and are designed to be 
30-60 minutes lessons each. Initially, the PEAK program included four modules. Over 
the past five years, the program has grown to include six standard modules, a Start 
Card with teaching tips, an instructional DVD, additional modules (two new modules 
are added per year to both PEAK and Teen), a Teen Pack and both Spanish PEAK and 
Teen packs. The “Packing with PEAK Fund” was also created to help make the program 
available to youth-serving organizations across the country for free (more information 
on Leave No Trace grants program on page 24).

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LEAVE NO TRACE GRANT PROGRAMS

The Center offers a variety of grant and scholarship opportunities for individuals and 
organizations seeking Leave No Trace educational materials and/or training.  Grant 
programs can help build sustainable educational programs in State Parks.

Master Educator Scholarships

Master Educator Scholarships are designed to provide partial course tuition to 
individuals enrolled in an approved Master Educator Course. Scholarships cover up to 
half of course tuition and do not include travel costs or other related expenses. 
Consideration is given to those individuals demonstrating a need for Leave No Trace 
education in their region as well as those who have specific Leave No Trace related 
outreach/educational goals upon course completion.

Tools for Teaching Fund

The Tools for Teaching Fund is designed to support individuals and organizations that 
increase awareness of Leave No Trace through related projects or educational 
programs. The grant supplies educational materials to these individuals/organizations 
based on their specific programmatic needs. Consideration is given to those projects 
that have a local, regional and/or community focus, that have specific quantifiable 
objectives and that are able to mobilize volunteers to successfully reach project goals. 
Direct cash awards are not available through this program. Grants are reviewed and 
awarded on a monthly basis. The Center will respond to applicants within six weeks of 
request.

Note: The maximum value of educational materials awarded is $500 per applicant/
organization per year.

The Center will not support:

    * Political advocacy or lobbying efforts.
    * Litigation efforts.
    * Capital campaigns or property acquisitions.
    * The Center will not provide cash contributions under any circumstances.

Packing with PEAK 

The Packing with PEAK grant is a partnership between the Leave No Trace Center for 
Outdoor Ethics and Recreation Equipment, Inc. (REI). The grant provides PEAK packs to 
youth-serving organizations and individuals.

The Center 
will respond to applicants within six weeks of request.

Connect Grants for Culturally-Diverse Communities

Connect Grants provide direct support and training grants for organizations and 
people that serve culturally diverse communities. The primary Connect Grant goals are 
to:

1. Increase the cadre of culturally diverse educators;
2. Provide Leave No Trace education for organizations serving predominately 
Latino, black, Native American, Asian as well as other diverse communities; and
3. Provide broader Leave No Trace educational opportunities for youths not 
served before with these programs.

Grant awards range between $500 and $2500 and can be applied towards Leave No 
Trace educational materials and/or to cover the tuition of (a) Master Educator 
Course(s).   Direct cash grants are not awarded through this program.

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PEAK Pack ($49.95)

The PEAK Pack includes six fun and engaging field-tested activities, which are 
designed to teach kids ages six to twelve about Leave No Trace. Each activity or 
"module" can be delivered in 30-60 minutes depending on group size, available time, 
etc. Each module comes in its own top-loading durable folder (with clasp), and all six 
modules conveniently fit into a durable expanding folder with Velcro closure. Each 
module contains instructions on how to facilitate the activity as well as supporting 
materials. Also included in the PEAK Pack is a Start Card, which offers many helpful 
teaching tips and an overview of the Leave No Trace program.  Additional PEAK 
modules are available for $6.95 each.

Outdoor Skills and Ethics Booklets ($2.95)

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GUIDELINES FOR THE USE, ALTERATION AND DEVELOPMENT 
OF LEAVE NO TRACE INFORMATION

Alterations to Existing Leave No Trace materials: 

Any individual or organization intending to alter, delete or otherwise modify standard 
Leave No Trace language should consider the following language use guidelines:

1) The Education Review Committee (ERC) prefers that the existing language be used 
verbatim to ensure the communication of accurate and consistent information. Where 
applicable, the use of Leave No Trace materials should recognize existing copyrights in 
the development of the Leave No Trace program and literature (see below for 
copyright discussion).
2) Deletion of material (e.g., a principle, or a specific topic beneath a principle) in the 
existing materials is permitted with acceptable rationale, subject to ERC review.
3) Substantial alteration of existing language is subject to ERC review.
4) Creation of new materials for a specific user group or region (e.g., for hunting, for 
the mid-Atlantic region, for a specific National Park) is encouraged, but is also subject 
to ERC review.

The ERC is committed to a prompt review process and will make every attempt to 
respond to submissions in a timely manner. (See bottom of page for contact 
information.)

Development of New Skills and Ethics Booklets:

Description of series: The Leave No Trace Skills and Ethics booklets are some of the 
most widely distributed, informative educational materials available for the Leave No 
Trace program. The primary purpose of the booklets is to provide the most complete, 
accurate and updated information on minimum impact recreation practices in a 
concise, easy to read format. The target audience for the booklets includes public land 
visitors, public land managers, outfitter/guides, college/ university programs, youth 
groups and outdoor educators. Generally, the booklets target specific geographical 
regions or recreational activities. To ensure accuracy, booklets are reviewed by local 
experts, land managers and scientists with an expertise in the content of specific 
booklets. Each booklet is part of the overall series, so consistency in format, tone, style 
and illustration is expected.

The Leave No Trace Education Review Committee is interested in developing new 
booklets for the existing Leave No Trace Skills and Ethics series pursuant to the 
following stipulations.
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Production of new booklets: 

Additions to the Skills and Ethics series must be approved by the Center before 
production. Booklet proposals must be submitted to the Center in a concise (1-2 page) 
format. The following questions must be addressed:

1) What is the stated need for the booklet?
2) Who is the intended audience for the booklet?
3) Who is the intended author and what are her/his qualifications?
4) Who is included in the review panel and how will their comments be integrated into 
the text?
5) How will the ‘core’ Skills and Ethics text be integrated into the new booklet? Will the 
text depart from the ‘core’ information? If so, how?
6) What is the production timeframe for the booklet?
7) What funding sources have been identified for the proposed booklet? 

Upon receipt of the proposal, the Center will reply to the submitter within one month. 

Copyright Considerations: 

According to an agreement between the Center for Outdoor Ethics and the National 
Outdoor Leadership School (NOLS) the copyright for most existing booklets in the 
Skills and Ethics series is shared jointly between the Center and NOLS. Although Skills 
and Ethics booklets initiated by organizations other than the Center and NOLS will 
certainly acknowledge and credit the third party, the copyright for the series rests 
jointly (in some cases) with the Center and/or NOLS depending on the nature of the 
newly created booklet. Contact the Center for details on copyright protection. 

Production and sale of the Skills and Ethics booklets occurs through the offices of the 
Center. Only the Center and select partners may sell the booklets, unless permission by 
the Center is given to another organization or agency. The retail price of all booklets 
will be consistent and as low as possible considering production costs. Currently, the 
cost for Skills and Ethics booklets is $2.95 per booklet.
